Golf at Cranwell Resort in the Berkshires

Cranwell's 1926-vintage 18 holes are fun and challenging. Here's a long par 3.

Cranwell Resort is a New England Golf Destination

The Cranwell golf course is a subtle 1926 gem. It packs a lot of fun, visual interest, and shot-making challenge into its wee 5,991 yards from
the back tees.

The Cranwell course is by golf course architects Wayne Stiles and John Van Kleek. Their many designs include the highly-regarded Taconic Golf
Club owned by Williams College in nearby Williamstown, Massachusetts.

Non-golfers may want to skip to the next page while I brief my fellow obsessives.

The Cranwell course begins with two fairly docile doglegs, a 407-yard par 4 followed by a 484-yard par 5. Next comes a 152-yard par three with
a big old greenside tree complicating what would otherwise be a ho-hum tee shot.

Then things get more interesting. The 408-yard par 4 fourth hole requires a tee shot to an elevated fairway. That is followed by the longest par
3 on the course: 233 yards to a deep, narrow green hemmed in on all sides by marshy scrub and other unpleasantness.

The next burst of excitement comes into view on the seventh tee. It looks longer than its 369 yards. As the fairway and rough rise steadily to a
small green on the left, hidden by the elevation, the ground rolls off to the right. Bad shots can lead to very funky lies.

Eight is pure fun. At the top of the hill, you take in the view of the ridgeline in the distance, then tee off right next to the patio of the Mansion,
where fashionable people may be having cocktails. The wide fairway slopes 347 yards straight down to the green. A good drive on a hot, dry
day picks up plenty of bonus roll.

The back nine, ten through eighteen, are the most challenging and stimulating part of the course. It starts early, on the ninth tee. Here you are
introduced to the theme of the coming nine: fairways that are narrower (or just look narrower) leading to ascending, tiered approaches to well
guarded greens. Each time you encounter this signature, the tiers and configurations are a little different. The green may have a false front. You
can't get away with complacent approaches.

The back nine feels more woodsy and enclosed than the front. Crisp autumn days should be kaleidoscopic. You encounter only a couple of
houses the whole way. Because of one of those homes, par for the course was reduced from 70 to 69.

Eleven, you see, used to be an intriguing, medium-length, dogleg par 4. But the owners of a house, situated on the left side of the hole just
before the fairway bends right, got rather tired of being pelted by errant drives. In 2012 Cranwell built a new tee just past the house, turning
the eleventh into a 181-yard par 3. It's not a total loss; to reach the elevated green, the tee shot requires precise placement and length to
avoid various pitfalls en route up the staggered slope.

You will lick your chops or curse Stiles and Van Kleek for the (now out-of-fashion) blind tee shot on the 426-yard, par 4 thirteenth hole. You
stand on the tee and hit into a tree-lined chute, beyond which the ground just falls away, disappears. If you're new to the course, drive or walk
those 150 or so yards till the rest of the hole reveals itself and you can see what you're up against.

My favorite hole was the 328-yard, par four seventeenth. From an elevated tee, the land drops, then climbs steeply. From the fairway you see
the lips of bunkers at the top of the hill, but only those who know the course will be able to guide you through the trickery of the green complex
(with its false front) behind the crest.

Least favorite? The straight, down-then-up, 502-yard par 5 fifteenth, the longest hole on the course. The devil is not in the sheer yardage.
Part of the problem is a creek that crosses the fairway a little more than 200 yards from the hole. That, too, is manageable in itself. The real
problem is that the fairway ends well before the creek and doesn’t begin again until well after it. In between is punishing rough.

If you aren't especially long off the tee, you may have to lay up with your second shot to the end of the first section of fairway. Then it takes a
very strong third shot to clear the junk and the creek and the rest of the junk to reach the final stretch of fairway. Then it's all uphill to a deep,
narrow green. And the Cranwell greens can bite you.

Fortunately, you have a chance to recover on the next hole, the sixteenth, a fairly straightforward 168-yard par 3.

The 392-yard, par 4 eighteenth looks plain vanilla from the tee. Indeed, it's straight and flat right through the green. But the fairway is narrow.
If you have two long, straight shots left in you, you'll be furious at yourself if you three-putt. But stranger things have happened.
